
Cambridge Examination Courses - IELTS, FCE, CAE and CPE 18 or 23 hours per week 
• Timetable 18 hours per week: Monday to Friday inclusive 09.00 to 12.30 plus Tuesday 13.30 to 16.00 (23 hours only for the summer FCE)  
• Timetable 23 hours per week: Monday to Friday as above plus Wednesday & Thursday afternoon elective options  
• Maximum 10 per class with an average of 6‐8  (smaller for CPE) 
• Age Range: Minimum 16 but there is no upper age limit ‐ average age 20‐25 
• Commencement dates for the full 10 week syllabus 4 January, 5 April, and 27 September but students may join on later dates for short 

courses according to the TIS Exam Course calendar.   
• All exam classes are closed for the final 3 weeks of the course ‐ i.e. examination candidates only. 
• Course duration: Minimum 3 weeks, i.e. final entry date 3 weeks before exam date. (Summer FCE 5 weeks) 
• Levels: B1 to C2 depending on the exam.  We can advise  you on each individual candidate and a TIS diagnostic test is available by email. 
If there are only 1 or 2 students for an exam class the following will happen:       
1. Candidates will join a General English class at the appropriate level for 15 hours and 50 minutes per week ‐ Monday to Friday mornings.   
2. On Tuesday afternoons they will receive 1‐1 or 2‐1 exam preparation for 2 hours and 10 minutes.  
3. Students on the 23 hour course will receive an additional 5 hours 1‐1 or 2‐1 exam preparation. Additionally,  Monday and Friday afternoons 

will be devoted to self‐study with "past paper" exam practice.
